Immunities of the State (Germany v. Italy: Greece intervening) is of particular importance for cre-
ating uniform approaches to the international law application and its progressive development.
The article examines the rules on state immunity interpretation, analyzes the International Court of
Justice findings on their legal nature as rules of customary international law and their relation to
the rules of jus cogens.
